Many tribes are notified
in more than one State/UT. The list of Scheduled Tribes is State/UT speeific and a community
declared as a Scheduled Tribe in 2 State, need not be so in anather State/UT. Number of
Scheduled Tribe communities State/UT-wise identified in the country is annexed at Annexure.

(b) & (c): The Government of India has approved the modalities for decading the claims for
inclusion in, exclusion frum and other modifications in the Ordets speaifying hists of Scheduled
Tribes. According 1o these modalities. only those proposals which have been recommended and
justified by the S1ate Government/UT Admimistration concerned, can be processed further.
Thercafter, it has to be concurred with by the Registrar General of India (RGH and the National
Commission for Scheduled Tribes (NCST) for consideration for amendment of legislation All
actions are taken as per these approved modalities.

Proposals for inclusion and other amendments in the list of Scheduled Tribes of any State
are processed in accordance with these modalitics, which is an ongoing process. )
